ROAD
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Go to your road test with a vehicle that meets
the SAAQ’s requirements and have on hand:

e your Class 5 driver’s licence;

e your Class 1 learner’s licence;

¢ the original registration certificate and proof
of liability insurance for the vehicle you will use
for the test;

e the means to pay for the road test and your Class 1
driver’s licence.*

If you will not be able to make it to your road test,

you must cancel at least 48 hours in advance to avoid
cancellation fees.

If you fail
the test, you
must wait at
least seven days
before taking
it again.

If you want to obtain

the M endorsement
(manual transmission) or

F endorsement (air brakes),
you must pass the road
test with a vehicle that

is equipped accordingly.

Make sure you
meet all the
requirements
and have received
a decision from the
SAAQ confirming
your eligibility
to obtain a Class 1
licence.

Register for

the Class 1 RSEP
with a service
provider recognized
by the SAAQ

and complete

the in-class training.

Make a knowledge test appointment online
at saaqclic.saag.gouv.qc.ca/en.

If you are deaf or hard of hearing, please refer to
the section of our website on sign-language services.

Note that you may schedule your appointment ahead
of time, but you must have completed all in-class training

before taking the test.
